The fee for individual lessons is payable in advance on a termly basis, usually direct to the visiting teacher on receipt of the invoice.  Typically, this fee will be in the region of around £175 per term, i.e. ten 30-minute lessons per term. *Individual or paired lessons are available in Speech and Drama

Lessons generally take place on a rotational basis throughout the School day to cause minimal disruption to academic studies (usually only senior pupils have a fixed time.)
