SYLLABUS 

We offer two year courses for full A-level or AS                            

qualifications in both endorsements.  

The AS course consists of a single unit of work with no            

terminal exam. The A-Level course has two units of work; 

the Personal Investigation (60%) and an Externally Set Exam 

(40%). All work is marked using 4 assessment criteria similar 

to those used at GCSE level.

Sixth form students are expected to build upon the 
skills and experiences they have gained from              
studying GCSE Art and Design.

Modern, The National Portrait Gallery and various other inspirational                   

exhibitions.
