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Welcome to your History A-Level! We will be starting off by looking at the initial periods below:
A) The Tudors: England 1485 – 1603. Unit 1C
B) Germany 1918-23 – Unit 20 – Democracy and Nazism 1918 - 45
Unit 1: We will be studying The Tudors. We all have a good Key Stage 3 understanding of Henry VIII and his six wives, but more background information will be needed to begin the course on the front foot. Have a look at some of the documentaries, books and textbooks to get you started. Unit 2 is Weimar Nazi Germany. Again, a Year 9 topic for most students, the course will delve deep into the reason for the rise of the Nazis, and how the atrocities they committed came out of fascist ideology. 

Please find some tasks below which will help you get that crucial initial understanding.
This is to be completed individually prior to beginning the course in September.

Your Tudor Taks
1. Produce a biography of Richard III. This will give you a good understanding of the rise of the Tudors – you might want to look at the Princes in the Tower!
2. Watch the documentary ‘Henry mind of a tyrant.’ Makes some general notes about the key incidents in Henrys life. This will help you to get the course off to a good start as the majority of Year 12 is looking at Henry VIII
3. You will be given an AQA textbook, but you might want to do some reading around the subject. A great fictional account is Wolf Hall (also a BBC program on iplayer) as well as more historical texts below.
